J HERON TAKES THIRTIETH EATON CUP RACE

The J Heron bested a record fleet of sixteen Castine Class boats to take the thirtieth Eaton Cup
Race.

The Eaton Cup was given to the Yacht Club in 1982 by the Eaton family to commemorate the
efforts of Mace and Alonzo Eaton in designing and building the Castine Class boats. Between
1951 and 1964 Easton’s boatyard launched nineteen of these 18’ sloops, which are widely
admired for their grace and seaworthiness.

The J Heron, skippered by Avery Bicks, led at all the marks and beat the Betsy, sailed by Chip
Terry, by two minutes. The Southern Star, skippered by Emerson Bruns, took third place, close
behind the leaders.

This year’s race was sailed under ideal conditions: steady 8-12 knot southwest breeze under
cloudless sky. The course took the fleet out the harbor and across the East Bay to Islesboro
Ledge can—producing a fast spinnaker run all the way back to the finish at the Yacht Club.

At the traditional lobster stew party following the race, cooked by Alan Bell and David Ziff, the
coveted Eaton Cup was presented by Race Chairman David Bicks to his nephew, Avery Bicks.
